SUPERVISOR COMMENTS 

 

The shift was quiet this morning and picked up around 11am. Officers responded to a 

domestic dispute between a boyfriend/girlfriend at an apartment. It was determined there 

was no evidence of a crime committed, but the incident was documented. This afternoon, 

we responded to a call of a frantic mother who reported her daughter was kidnapped. The 

suspect was on the phone with the mother and the apparent daughter screaming in the 

background. The suspect told the mother her daughter was in a traffic collision with him and 

he was threatening to harm her. Several officers responded and it was quickly determined 

to be a scam call after contact was made with her actual daughter to confirm she was ok. It 

appears the caller was overseas. Lastly, we responded to an assault/battery where a 

homeowner questioned where a male got the two bikes he was pushing. The male got 

defensive and assaulted the homeowner. He was detained by the homeowner until we 

police arrived, and then arrested for assault/battery. He also happened to have a warrant for 

his arrest out of Manteca. He was booked for both.

He also made threats to her that she and her new 

partner would “disappear”. The investigation is still ongoing, and the suspect is currently 

wanted for stalking.
